5. Electrical/Electronics/Mechanical Engineering: (15% Weightage)
a. Basics of electrical, electronics, and mechanical engineering principles.
b. Knowledge of equipment used in energy transmission and distribution systems.
c. Understanding of technical aspects relevant to the procurement and contract’s role.
6. Quantitative Aptitude: (05% Weightage)
a. Basic arithmetic, algebra, and numerical reasoning skills.
b. Ability to interpret and analyze numerical data relevant to procurement and contracts.
7. Verbal and Written Communication: (05% Weightage)
a. Proficiency in English language comprehension and usage.
b. Ability to articulate ideas clearly and effectively in written communication.
c. Understanding of technical vocabulary related to the energy sector.
8. Legal and Regulatory Environment: (05% Weightage)
a. Knowledge of relevant laws, regulations, and policies governing procurement and contracts in the energy sector.
